ôSea Tow' introduces a free and automated service for boaters to conduct periodic radio checks. To use the service, simply tune your 

VHF radio to the appropriate channel and conduct a radio check as you normally would.  

Upon request for a radio check, the system will play an automated message and then replay YOUR VOICE REQUEST back to you, 

thereby letting you know that other boaters in proximity can hear you loud and clear. For more information, go to:
